●​ Engage directly with the youth and provide quality care. 
●​ Interact with youth to encourage their involvement in activities. 
●​ Work with the team to form a positive, supportive team atmosphere. 
●​ Ensure confidentiality of privileged information. 
●​ Ensuring a team approach. 
●​ Adhere to the policies and procedures of the ENAGB Youth Program.
